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Afterwords

5.3 Performance of Industrial FIEs above the Designated Size

In 2024, the business revenue of industrial enterprises above the designated size nationwide was
RMB 137,766.2 billion, an increase of 2.1% year-on-year (growth rates are calculated on a comparable
basis; the same below). The total profit was RMB 7,431.1 billion, a decrease of 3.3% year-on-year.
Among them, industrial FIEs above the designated size achieved a business revenue of RMB 26,785.6
billion, a year-on-year decrease of 0.5%, accounting for 19.4% of that of industrial enterprises above
the designated size nationwide. The total profit of industrial FIEs above the designated size reached
RMB 1,763.8 billion, a decrease of 1.7% year-on-year, accounting for 23.7% of that of industrial

enterprises above the designated size nationwide. (See Appendix 12 for details)
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5. Performance of FDI

5.1 Fixed Asset Investment

In 2024, the national total of fixed asset investment (excluding rural households) was RMB
51,437.4 billion, a year-on-year increase of 3.2%. Fixed asset investment by Hong Kong, Macao and
Taiwan-invested enterprises increased by 4.2%, and fixed asset investment by FIEs decreased by
10.0%.

5.2 Value-added of Industrial FIEs above the Designated Size

In 2024, the national total of value-added of industrial enterprises above the designated size
increased by 5.7%, and the value added of industrial FIEs (including Hong Kong, Macao and
Taiwan-invested enterprises; the same below) above the designated size increased by 4.0%. (See

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4.5 FDI from the BRI Partner Countries

In 2024, 17,206 new FIEs were established by investors from BRI partner countries, accounting for
29.1% of the national total. Realized FDI from these countries was US$16.7billion, accounting for 14.4%
ofthe national total.

the national total. Realized FDI from the European Union was US$6.79 billion, accounting for 5.8% of
the national total.

4.1 Main Sources of FDI in China

In 2024, investment from the main sources of FDI in China remained stable. Categorized by
investors’ nationality or place of registration (the same below), newly established FIEs in China by the
top 15 sources totaled 39151, accounting for 66.3% of the national total. Realized FDI value reached
USS$110.9 billion, accounting for 95.4% of'the national total.

3.2 FDI by Province

In 2024, the top 10 provinces with the largest number of newly established FIEs were Guangdong,
Shanghai, Zhejiang, Fujian, Jiangsu, Shandong, Hainan, Beijing, Sichuan, and Yunnan, adding up
to 88.6% of the national total. The top 10 provinces of realized FDI value were Jiangsu, Shanghai,
Zhejiang, Guangdong, Shandong, Beijing, Tianjin, Fujian, Liaoning and Hainan, altogether accounting
for 85.6% of the national total.

2.2 FDI by Sector

In 2024, FDI mainly flowed to manufacturing; leasing and business services; scientific research and
technology services; wholesale and retailing; information transmission, software and information
technology services; real estate; finance. Newly established FIEs in these seven sectors accounted for
87.4%, and realized FDI value accounted for 90.1%. (See Appendix 3 for details)

In 2024, 15,212 new FIEs were established in the high-tech industry, and realized FDI value reached
US$40.3 billion. Among them, 826 new FIEs were established in high-tech manufacturing and 14,386
in high-tech services, and realized FDI value reached US$13.51 billion and US$26.76 billion

respectively.
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1. Summary of Foreign Direct Investment (FDI) in 2024

In 2024, facing the severe situation of increasing complexity and uncertainty in the external
environment, the Chinese government remained steadfast in advancing high-standard opening up, fully
leveraged its comprehensive advantages including a massive market, a complete industrial supporting
system, and abundant innovative resources, continuously promoted the “Invest in China” brand, actively
introduced policies to stabilize foreign investment, stepped up services and support for foreign-invested
enterprises (hereinafter referred to as FIEs), vigorously fostered a world-class business environment that
is market-oriented, law-based, and internationalized, and worked to maintain overall stability in the FDI
inflow and promote continuous optimization of FDI structure. These efforts have made positive
contributions to high-quality economic development. Throughout the year, 59,080 new FIEs were
established, a year-on-year increase of 9.9%. Realized FDI amounted to US$116.24 billion (See
Appendix 1 for details)@@, with the proportion of investment in high-tech manufacturing industries

increasing by 0.5 percentage points.
